(1) In June, I formed the VRC 35 Planning Committee. During the first week of July, I was elected as the
prospective chair of that committee. In our July Area Service Committee, I expressed my willingness to be
nominated for VRC 35 Chair. There were no objections.
(2) The first week of July, a couple of committee members and myself toured 2 hotels and request red bids using the
bid planning worksheet. We did a third by email/phone call.
(3) We have already received 2 hotel bids back and are well into preparing counter bids.
*The Secretary is not certain if this person is a member of VRSC or what position they hold. If they are not
on VRSC, that would make this motion out of order. This may need to be discussed next Region.

A: Done meeting schedule for more than 5 years.

VRC 31 was in
Memphis. Several Thousand dollars were nearly lost at last convention. VRC 31 fell way below room
block and banquet tickets. VRSC was still liable. Thankfully, negotiations greatly reduced the debt.
Nominee: We went for 225 room block and a 5 day convention last time. This time 125 room block and
only a 4 day convention. Food and beverage charges were lower so we had to cover about 90 room nights
and tons of food and beverages. I have the most experience. Also, coffee will only be $100 per day.
Sub: Did registrations indicate that having it on Thursday as well was prudent? Did the registrations
indicate that that would be prudent?
Nominee: I have the total number per day. Not for sure. In Pigeon Forge, Thursday was really light.
Delegate: Glad you took up the opportunity. Are you guys willing to look at other Areas to see how
they're doing it to be more successful? We're going back a ways. We don't wanna lose a ton of money,
nor make a bunch either.

Kimberly S. said until we have this information she doesn’t feel like it’s right to take down the information from the website because in doing so isn’t helping the still sick and suffering addict. Kimberly explained that Fellowship Development puts up the website and that FD serves the groups, not world so until the groups tell FD to take the literature down, it won’t be done. It seemed as if this was the majority to get more information before we do anything. Gail F. said she feels as if world wants to be in control of the information and be the only one that wants to have access to this information – “you can’t do it, but we can.” Her opinion was that this letter is all political. Chris S. asked how they would even take our website and at this time we don’t know. Aren S. said he feels like it’s a big unknown to him because he doesn’t feel as if it’s a financial reason or in the spirit of unity as they are saying. Aren feels like the most important thing is the intention. He stated that our intention was good in putting the literature on our areas website. What is worlds intention behind telling us to take it down is the main concern and question. Kimberly S. informed everyone that the only literature that is available on our areas website, is literature that is available on world’s website. She informed us that it is very difficult to find the downloads on world’s website and it is not very user friendly. Our website does not have any illegal literature, such as books, that world is making money off of. The copyright is still in place on all of the literature that is available on our area website. She did not appreciate the threatening manner of the email. The fellowship owns the literature, world does not. Vince B. said you can find more information about the FIPT in the WSC 2016 3rd draft summary decisions from the NAWS News Magazine. We have a copy of this at the area meeting today. (Sorry in advance if this isn’t everything that was said – I tried)

Baby Blue Booklets/Gray Form: Gail S. asked what the Baby Blue Booklet/Gray form is. Chris S. explained that the Baby Blue Booklet is the basic text without the stories. It was printed a very long time ago as a cheaper option to the Basic Text. Aren S. brought up that our area doesn’t distribute the Baby Blue Booklet and that this isn’t an issue in our area. The H & I subcommittee did use this at one point but since it is not fellowship approved literature, this was stopped. 

Vince brought up that there are two types of literature and this is where these issues are coming from: conference approved and fellowship approved. He said at the next area cycle he will make sure he is more educated on the issue to provide more information. 

Vince stated he can make some phone calls after this meeting to find out why we can’t put literature on our website that world has on ours. He stated he will call Ricardo today to get more information on this for next month’s area meeting. The literature will be kept on our areas website in the meantime. 

It was mentioned that we need to continue to discuss with members in our group to donate to the 7th Tradition and the importance of it. Dean brought up that each home group could do an inventory about what they are doing with their 7th Tradition money. 

Lydia S. brought up that their meeting has doubled in attendance in the last two years and their literature order has doubled due to this. The “Eating Meeting” is completely funded by home group members. The picnic the meeting puts on is also funded my home group members. She stated that they pass a second basket at this meeting to only home group members. She stated she wanted to throw this out in case anyone was wondering about the funding behind this.

Jonathan S. brought up that H & I is planning on opening another H & I meeting at Moccasin Bend. He was asking if this will work since we don’t have a lot of funds available because this will increase the budget for H & I. Chris S. said that the GSRs can bring this back to their home groups to make sure everyone is okay with because H & I. 

Chris S. said maybe a priorities list should be created in order to keep up with our financial responsibility at area because he said most people probably don’t read the minutes. Kimberly S. said that she included a detailed balance sheet in her report that takes care of this.
